• The Little Mermaid and 
• The Princess and the Pea 

• Sleeping Beauty 
• The Little Red Riding Hood 
• The Three Little Pigs 
• Hansel and Gretel 
• Goldilocks and the Three Bears 
• Jack and the Beanstalk 
• Three Billy Goats Gruff 

Criteria:  

• Three events from the fairytale are included in the build and are in the 
correct order. 

• Story elements and details from the fairytale are included in the world. 
• Path for the visitor is clear - it should be clear where to go, what to do, etc. 

so a visitor doesn't get lost in the world. 
• Uses tools to help guide the player on a tour of the story.
